Patron of protection against throat diseases, wild animals, patron of wool combers, wax

If you are already familiar with St. Blasé, it is probably because of the blessing of theoats
Catholic custom on his feast.

According to tradition, Blasé had been a doctor before he was ordained a priest. He became
the bishop of Sebaste (now in central Turkey). During a period of persecution, he fled to a
cave where he lived as a hermit. Itis said that he cured and tamed the wild animals there. C
day hunters discovered him and took him to the governor, who sentenced him to be tortured
and killed.

About four hundred years after his death, many stories began to be told about Blasé, and he
came a popular saint, especially in France and Germany. One legend says that while Blasé
was in prison, a mother brought him her small boy, who was choking on a fishbone stuck in
his throat. Bl as® prayed over the chil d,
two candles tied with ribbon in the shape of an X are used to bless throats. In the prayer, the
Church prays that those blessed may be delivered from diseases of the throat and from even
other illness. Candles are used because of another story: It is said that while Blasé was kep
a dark prison, a woman secretly brought him some candles and food.

Blasé is one of the Fourteen Holy Helpers, saints who were patrons for almost every aspect «
life. People in the Middle Ages showed devotion to these saints as a group.

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St Valentine

Valentine was a holy priest in Rome, who, with St. Marius and his family, assisted the martyrs in the per-
secution under Claudius Il. He was apprehended, and sent by the emperor to the prefect of Rome, who,
on finding all his promises to make him renounce his faith in effectual, commended him to be beaten
with clubs, and afterwards, to be beheaded, which was executed on February 14, about the year 270. Pope
Julius | is said to have built a church near Ponte Mole to his memory, which for a long time gave name to
the gate now called Porta del Popolo, formerly, Porta Valetini. The greatest part of his relics are now in
the church of St. Praxedes. His name is celebrated as that of an illustrious martyr in the sacramentary of
St. Gregory, the Roman Missal of Thomasius, in the calendar of F. Fronto and that of Allatius, in Bede,
Usuard, Ado, Notker and all other martyrologies on this day. To abolish the heathens lewd superstitious
custom of boys drawing the names of girls, in honor of their goddess Februata Juno, on the fifteenth of
this month, several zealous pastors substituted the names of saints in billets given on this day.

The Origin of St. Valentine
The origin of St. Valentine, and how many St. Valentines there were, remains a mystery. One opinion is
that he was a Roman martyred for refusing to give up his Christian faith. Other historians hold that St.
Valentine was a temple priest jailed for defiance during the reign of Claudius. Whoever he was, Valentine
really existed because archaeologists have unearthed a Roman catacomb and an ancient church dedicated
to Saint Valentine. In 496 AD Pope Gelasius marked February 14th as a celebration in honor of his mar-
tyrdom.

The first representation of Saint Valentine appeared in a The Nuremberg Chronicle, a great illustrated
book printed in 1493. Alongside a woodcut portrait of him, text states that Valentinus was a Roman

priest martyred during the reign of Claudius the Goth [Claudius Il]. Since he was caught marrying Chris-
tian couples and aiding any Christians who were being persecuted under Emperor Claudius in Rome
[when helping them was considered a crime], Valentinus was arrested and imprisoned. Claudius took a
liking to this prisoner -- until Valentinus made a strategic error: he tried to convert the Emperor -- where-
upon this priest was condemned to death. He was beaten with clubs and stoned; when that didn't do it, he
was beheaded outside the Flaminian Gate [circa 269].

Saints are not supposed to rest in peace; they're expected to keep busy: to perform miracles, to intercede.
Being in jail or dead is no excuse for nonperformance of the supernatural. One legend says, while await-
ing his execution, Valentinus restored the sight of his jailer's blind daughter. Another legend says, on the
eve of his death, he penned a farewell note to the jailer's daughter, signing it, "From your Valentine."

St. Valentine was a Priest, martyred in 269 at Rome and was buried on the Flaminian Way. He is the Pa-
tron Saint of affianced couples, bee keepers, engaged couples, epilepsy, fainting, greetings, happy mar-
riages, love, lovers, plague, travelers, young people. He is represented in pictures with birds and roses.

Edi t or dhe foldwihgenformation is comprised of the answers to several common questions regarding
technology safety.

Questiord Regarding technology, what is the best way to protect a child from sexual abuse?

Answerd As electronic technology changes daily, a parent or caring adult must do the following:

1. Moni tor a childés Internet use at home and on t

2. Decide on a reasonable amount of time that a young person can spend online each day and be prepared
enforce it.

3. Keep the computer in a public area of the h
bedroom (Doing this is not a violation of t
responsibility as a parent or caring adult).

4. Never allow a young person to be online immediately after school, without a parent or caring adult in the
house.

Questiord Regarding technology, is there anything that we as a family can do to protect our children?
Answerd Every family should establish Afamily I ntern
Internet on their own, it is a good idea to come up with a list of rules that everyone in the family can all agree
upon. These rules should also include whether your children can use or visit social networking sites and spe
cific rules for utilizing them. Immediately establish that the fact that you will monitor the site and its contents.
Proactive parenting techniques regarding social networking sites are needed today not only to protect your
child or teen against child molesters but other social networking dangers such as online bullying by other chi
dren.

Questiord Should | allow my daughter or son to join an Internet social networking site?

Answerd Prior to making this decision, you should first educate yourself about the social networking site.
Once you have identified the social networking site that is most popular in your area, you must evaluate the
site that your child plans to use and carefully read the privacy policy, code of conduct, and the rules. You
should also find out if the site monitors the content that people post on their pages. The recommended age
signing up for most social networking sites is usually 13 and over, although many underage young people sti
join by simply claiming that they are older. If your children are under the recommended age for these sites, d
not let them use the sites. Most importantly, if you have allowed your child or teen to join and create a profile
you should periodically review your child's page
status Iis based upon how many #Afriendso one has
tial that caring adults not only understand how these sites work, but also that they remain actively involved ir
monitoring how children and teens are using the sites.
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Questiord What personal information should | allow my son or daughter to post on asocial networking site?
Answerd It is always best to restrict the posting of personal information. As a young person creates a profile
page, verify that he or she does not use a full name. Only allow the use of a first name or a nickname, but
never an inappropriate nickname that would attract the wrong kind of attention by an online predator. Also, c
not allow your children to post the full names of their friends on their profile page. In addition, prohibit posting
identifiable information in your child's profile such as home address, cell phone number, and date of birth. It i
important to be aware that some social networking sites allow members to join public groups that include eve
ryone who goes to a certain school, or claims that they attend the school. Be careful when your children rev
this and other information that could be used to identify them, such as the name of the town they live in, esp:
cially if it is a small one.

Questior® Should | allow my son or daughter to post a photograph on the Internet?

Answerd Once a photograph is posted on the Internet, it is there forever. One never knows who has viewed
the photo or has copied it and sent it to someone else. If a photo is posted it is best to be cautious about de
in photographs. It is best to explain to a child that photographs can reveal a lot of personal or private inform:
tion. Children should be encouraged not to post photographs of themselves or their friends with clearly iden
fiable details such as street signs, license plates on cars, the home address numbers, or the name of their s
on their clothing.

Questiord How does an online predator use a social networking site to locate a vulnerable child?

Answerd As a caring adult, you've probably already encouraged young peatptecommunicate with

strangers online. However, young people utilize social networking web sites to write journals and poems tha
often express strong emotions. Explain to children that these words can be read by anyone with access to tl
Internet, even if they have been marked private and that predators often search out emotionally vulnerable
young people. Once a vulnerable child is located online predator attempts to become first a friend and then
confidant of the intended victim.

Questior® My children have many online friends that they talk with, is there any danger in that?

Answerd Children and teens should be encouraged to electronically communicate only with friends or peopl:
they actually know in persé@nnot the virtual world. Young people are in real danger when they actually meet

Al nternet friendso who are in fact strangers tha
must remain adamant that children never physically meet anyone in person that they've communicated with

only online.
