Encouraging Your Kids to Include Everyone  
Keep encouraging your kids to include everyone in 
games and parties.  The hurt of exclusion that we 
have all felt at times is devastating to a child.  If you 
hear your child laughing about a child with another 
child, step in and stop them.  Your wisdom as a par-
ent is respected by your child. 
 

Make sure your child knows to tell an adult if they 
hear that another child is being hurt by others.  
Sometimes the ñcode of silenceò to grown-ups be-
comes very strong in the teenage years.  Keep the 
lines of communication open by consistently (and 
daily) engaging kids in positive conversation.  It is 
the most important thing you can do as a parent. 
 

Kids need your advice.  They do not need you to 
solve the problem for them (unless it is dangerous.)  
They need to develop coping skills, which can only 
get better with practice.  They do need you to help 
them deal with life and come up with new sugges-
tions if their method of solving the problem did not 
work. 
 

Do not underestimate the power of praying together 
with your child for other children. 
 

Parents need to recognize when their kids need pro-
fessional help.  If a child canôt cope with daily life, 
becomes depressed or easily frustrated, is angry 
most of the time, feels ñpicked onò all the time, and 
positive loving suggestions go nowhere, it may help 
to consult the childôs pediatrician.   
 

Positive communication goes a long way to protect 
our kids.
