V Everyone 14 years of age and over is bound 

to abstain from meat on Ash Wednesday 

and all the Fridays of Lent.  

V Everyone 18 years of age and under 59 

years of age is bound to fast and abstain on 

Ash Wednesday and Good Friday.  

V On Ash Wednesday and Good Friday, only 

one full meatless meal is allowed.  Two 

other meatless meals, sufficient to maintain 

strength, may be taken according to each 

one's needs, but together they should not 

equal another full meal.  Eating between 

meals is not permitted on these two days, 

but liquids, including milk and fruit juices 

are allowed.  When health or ability to work 

would be seriously affected, the law does 

not oblige.  

V To disregard completely the law of fast and 

abstinence is seriously sinful.  

V Lent is the principal season of the penance 

in the Christian year; all, in addition to fol-

lowing the Lenten regulations, are strongly 

voluntary self-denial, serious prayer and a 

performance of works of charity and mercy.

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Spiritual Adoption 
 

 

1. What is Spiritual Adoption?   

Spiritual adoption consists of personal daily prayer over nine months for a child in danger of being 

killed by abortion. This commitment is made by a public promise to God, in the presence of a priest and 

congregation. Each person making the commitment makes it for the protection and defense of one child 

whose identity is known to God. Spiritual adoption is a form of expiation for the sins of infanticide, espe-

cially those committed by physicians, midwives, and nurses.  

   

2. Who may make this commitment?   

Every person who has reached the age of reason, including children, once they received their first com-

munion.  

 

Archbishop Fulton J. Sheen encouraged the spiritual adoption of an unborn child. This is done 

by praying that one particular but unknown child's life be spared abortion and be allowed to continue 

to and after birth. To help accomplish this, it was recommended an individual say the following 

daily prayer for a period of one year:

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Thorny Crown 
 

The 40 days before Easter are called Lent.  Lent is a special time for praying more and offering  

sacrifices to Jesus. 

 

A wonderful Lenten activity that the entire family can do is the Thorny Crown.  The ñThorny 

Crownò is made of flour, salt, water, and toothpicks.  Every time a family member makes a 

special sacrifice for Jesus, they pull one toothpick from the crown.  This helps the family  

remember how Jesus suffered and died on the cross for our sins. 

 

ñThorny Crown Recipeò 
4 cups of flour 

1 cup of salt 

Warm Water (approximately 2 cups) 

Toothpicks 

Grown-up to Help You 

 

1. Mix Flour and salt with enough water to make stiff dough  (approximately 2 cups) 

2. Knead until smooth 

3. Place in the refrigerator about 1/2 hour (this makes the dough easier to work with) 

4. Roll into three ropes, braid loosely, and make into a circle.  Pinch ends together 

5. Stick toothpicks loosely in crown and bake at 350 degrees until dry (about 45 min.)
