Although a devout little girl, Margaret had an unhappy childhood. Her father died when she was only
eight, leaving Margaret and her mother with financial problems. Their home was taken over by relatives
who treated them as if they were servants, and Margaret was sent to the Poor Clares convent for school-
ing. Although she loved the convent, she was sent home after developing rheumatic fever and was bed-
ridden for several years.

Her mother urged Margaret to marry, but she preferred to live a contemplative life. She entered the con-
vent at Paraye-Monial and took the name Mary. A humble, obedient nun, Margaret Mary was known

for her charity toward the other sisters. Then, one day, Jesus spoke to her as she knelt before the Blessec
Sacrament.

Sacred Heart Revealed

Jesus said He had chosen her to reveal His Sacred Heart as a symbol of His love. During three more reve
|l ati ons, He explained how to practice the devot
she met considerable resistance. Only Claude de la Colombiére, her confessor, believed Margaret Mary
and began to teach other about the Sacred Heart.

But Margaret Mary suffered the disapproval from others patiently. Then in 1683, a new superior named
her as assistant superior and mistress of novices. Gradually, she won the confidence of her community,
and many began to observe the feast of the Sacred Heart privately. The observance soon spread to other
Visitation convents.

Margaret Mary was only 43 when she died after a lifetime of illness. But her patience was rewarded 75
years later, when the devotion to the Sacred Heart was officially recognized by the Church.

- Medications

We are authorized to administer medication prescribed by a doctor. A parent needs to sign a medication forr
available in the front office of both buildings. This form must be signed by a parent each day medication is t«
be dispensed.

Should your child need owtine-counter medication (i.e. Tylenol, Tums, or Advil) for headaches, upset stom-
ach or muscle cramps, parents must send; (1) a note, (2) the medication your child needs and (3) a detailed
note with instructions as to the amount and frequency to be dispensed. The note should be signed, dated, a
include a telephone number where the parent can be reached in case of an emergency.

Should your child need emergency medication for minor roontagious iliness, such as a headache or
stomach cramp, a parent will be contacted for permission and asked to sign and return a medication
dispensed form.

- Sick Child

There will be times when a child will get sick at school. We have the following isolation/exclusion guidelines:
If a child exhibits any of the following, the office will notify the parent(s) to pick them up from school.
> Fever 100 degrees
> Diarrhea 3-4 episodes
> Vomiting 1-2 episodes
> Rash on face, extremities or trudkneeds evaluation by a physician
If a child is sent home with a fever, he/she may not return until fever free for 24 hours.
If a child is diagnosed with pinkeye, he/she may not return for 24 hours (after pink coloring is gone.)
If a child has head lice, he/she can return when nit free.
If a child is diagnosed with strep, ear infection etc. he/she may return to school 24 hours after start on
antibiotic.
The best form of prevention for illness is WASHING HANDS, before meals, before and after using the bath-
room. Please help us to reinforce this most basic of hygiene habits.

- Accident Reports

Parents will be informed of all accidents and injuries in school. We do this by means of an Accident Report.
An accident report is written in duplicate form for all accidents at school. A parent must sign the original cop
and return it to school. A copy of the report will be sent home for the parent.
